The Mayor of Wandsworth for 2009/10, Councillor Professor 

Brian Prichard CBE, sadly died whilst still in office on the 
6th of April 2010.

Cllr Prichard qualified in medicine at St George’s Hospital and 
had a long and distinguished career in clinical pharmacology.
